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SALES AGREEMENT AND GUARANTEE

The consideration for this sale is the sum of $___________ CDN/USD Funds as the purchase price, in addition to the conditions specified below, (any shipping fees involved will be considered the Buyer responsibility):  

BREEDER’S AGREEMENT:

1. The puppy is guaranteed to be inoculated, (first inoculation) by a licensed veterinarian along with a health certificate from the same vet, de-wormed and registered with the Canadian Kennel Club. The registration is given under the terms of the Canadian Kennel Club non-breeding agreement, which the buyer agrees to sign.

2. The health of this dog is excellent to the best of our knowledge and belief at the time of sale. At the option and expense of the buyer, this dog may be taken to a licensed veterinarian for a thorough health examination within 72 hours from the time of purchase or receipt of dog if shipped.  If this dog is found to be ill on this first examination, the seller must be notified immediately after the examination and the dog returned to the seller at the buyers expense with a signed statement from a licensed veterinarian.

3. The buyer agrees to a cash refund or replacement with the following conditions: (a) replacement with a puppy of equal quality if available at the time or replace the dog when a suitable replacement is available (within 18 months) which the seller will select.  The replacement can be a puppy or a young adult of equal value to the puppy at the time of purchase or (b) full refund of purchase price at the discretion of the seller. (Note: all shipping charges are non-refundable and the responsibility of the purchaser.  The seller will determine the amount of the refund after expenses have established).

4. HIP GUARANTEE – If at anytime from the date of purchase prior to the dogs second birthday, should this dog develop clinical signs of hip dysplasia (i.e. lameness), and is unable to perform its duties as a pet the seller must be notified immediately.  The seller will request an X-ray and evaluation by a competent licensed veterinarian.  If the lameness is due to congenital defects rather than neglect or injury at the hands of the purchaser or his agent, the dog may be returned to the seller at the expense of the buyer, with appropriate documentation.  The seller will either refund the full purchase price, (at the discretion of the seller), or replace the dog as soon as one suitable becomes available.  The replacement will be a puppy or a young adult dog of equal value to the puppy at the time of purchase.  We reserve the right to request the X-rays be sent for review to a board certified Veterinary Radiologist at the buyer’s expense.  The seller has the option to request the dog be returned before the replacement or refund is granted.  Should the buyer prefer to retain the dog, the buyer thereby forfeits any replacement. (Note: all shipping charges are non-refundable and the responsibility of the purchaser.  The seller will determine the amount of the refund after expenses have established).

The buyer will be eligible for a one time refund of $50.00 (CDN. funds) from the seller upon proof of completion of a Championship, Field, Agility or Obedience title as recognized by the Canadian or American Kennel Clubs.  Agility titles as recognized by the Agility Association of Canada will also be honored.

IN RETURN THE BUYER MUST MEET THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS:

1. The buyer acknowledges that this dog has been sold as a pet on a non-breeding agreement.  As such the buyer agrees that the buyer or any other person will NOT use this dog for breeding purposes.

2. The buyer agrees that the dog will be maintained in a manner consistent with its good heath, safety and well being.  Immunizations and preventative health care will be kept up-to-date.   This dog will not be permitted to run loose without being under the control and supervision of the buyer or his agent at all times.  The dog must be provided with a proper fenced area or kennel run, for exercise periods (whether or not the dog is to be a “house” pet).  Tying, (by chain, rope or other material) of the dog as a permanent means of confinement, or allowing the pet to run at large, is strictly forbidden and will result in the breeder repossessing the dog for placement elsewhere.  If the purchaser does not follow these conditions the seller may repossess the dog, (option of payment and amount to be determined) accompanied by its appropriate registration papers, with signed transfers, and the seller will resume all responsibility for the dog.

3. If it should become necessary, for any reason, for the buyer to sell or otherwise dispose of this dog, he agrees to give the seller first opportunity to take the dog back into his ownership, accompanied, by its appropriate registration papers.  If the seller decides to exercise this option he will either (a) choose to keep the dog for his breeding/show program, in which case he will refund the purchaser half of the purchase price for the puppy (shipping charges etc responsibility of current owner) or (b) decide on the basis of condition, conformation and temperament, to spay/neuter the dog and place the dog in a pet home.  UNDER NO CONDITIONS should the dog end up in a pet store, wholesale dealer or animal shelter.  
 

4. If the breeder decides that they do not want to have the dog returned, the buyer also agrees to forward to the above named seller the name, address and phone number of the new purchaser, along with proof that the dog has been neutered/spayed.

The buyer will, from time to time, advise the breeder of the dog’s progress and will not hesitate to contact the breeder with any problems or questions that he/she may encounter.

The buyer acknowledges the seller’s right to repossess the dog with no financial reimbursement or replacement if the buyer has not upheld his obligations as set out in the contract.  The unenforceability of any specific term of condition of this contract will not render the entire contract unenforceable.  Each party acknowledges that he has read this contract it its entirety and fully understands the terms and conditions set out in it and affirms that upon signing the agreement it will become a legal and binding contract. 

Any dispute over the aforementioned dog or this contract which leads to litigation shall be brought exclusively in the Canadian Court System to The Courts of Nova Scotia.
